Teacher. Good afternoon, my dear students! I am so pleased to see you! How are you? Today we’ll have an unusual lesson. We have no books, no exercise books, but we have some guests, our good mood and a great desire to work. Am I right? The topic of our lesson is “A Key to Success”. 
Success means different things to different people. As for me, success is being a role model for my students. And what does the word “success” mean to you?

Students’ answers. 

Teacher. Thank you for your answers. Your ideas are really great. There are lots of successful people in Ukraine and abroad. Do you know them? 
Students’ answers. 
Teacher. Excellent! Now we’re going to read the text about some famous people. You have to guess who you are reading about.  
Students read the text.
1) He was estranged from his political party over ideological disagreements during the "wilderness years" of 1929 to 1939. At the outbreak of World War II on Sep. 3, 1939, this man was appointed to the British Admiralty, thus ending his "exile." The next year, he was elected prime minister at the age of 62. (Winston Churchill)
2) His teachers told him he was "too stupid to learn anything." He went on to hold more than 1,000 patents and invented some world-changing devices, like the phonograph, practical electrical lamp, and a movie camera. (Thomas Edison)
3) She was fired from her first television job as an anchor in Baltimore, where she said she faced sexism and harassment. But this woman rebounded and became the undisputed queen of television talk shows before amassing a media empire. Today she is worth an estimated $2.9 billion, according to Forbes. ( Oprah Winfrey)
4) He was fired by a newspaper editor because he "lacked imagination and had no good ideas." Several more of his businesses failed before the premiere of his movie "Snow White." Today, most childhoods wouldn't be the same without his ideas. (Walt Disney)
5) This man was rejected by the University of Southern California School of Cinematic Arts multiple times. He went on to create the first summer blockbuster with "Jaws" in 1975, and has won three Academy Awards. (Steven Spielberg)
6) His mother pulled him out of school as a boy so that he could run the family farm. He failed miserably. Realizing her son was not meant to till the land, she let him finish his basic education and was eventually persuaded to allow him to enroll in Cambridge University. This man went on to become one of the greatest scientists of all time, revolutionizing physics and mathematics. (Isaac Newton)
7) As a child, he had some difficulty communicating and learning in a traditional manner. Of course, his communication and behavioral problems were not indicative of a lack of intelligence. He won the Nobel prize in physics for the discovery of the photoelectric effect, and his special theory of relativity theory corrected the deficiencies of Newtonian physics. (Albert Einstein)
8) She was a single mom living off welfare when she began writing the first "Harry Potter" novel. This woman is now internationally renowned for her seven-book Harry Potter series and, in U.S. currency, became the first billionaire author in 2004. (J.K. Rowling)
9) He was considered an average student. He gave up on a career in medicine and was going to school to become a parson. But as he studied nature, he found his true calling and traveled the world to uncover nature's mysteries. His writings, especially "On the Origin of the Species," fundamentally changed the world of science by spreading the discovery of evolution. (Charles Darwin)
Teacher. Our next task is to learn some qualities, which help people to succeed, and some qualities that lead us to failure.

Teacher. I’m going to divide you into 3 groups. Your task is to make up a story about a successful person.
Students’ answers
Teacher. To become successful you should follow the following rules: 
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Teacher. Can you add something? 

Let’s sum up. Success means different things to different people.  The main aspects of success are family, career, money, power, fame, travelling.
Look around. Do you see our guests? I believe that all of them are successful people. Your task is to interview them and find out which of the following aspects means success to them. The person who finishes the first will be our winner. Are you ready?
Students interview the guests.
